shown in one of the completed ramadas on the right.
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2. We are also currently upgrading the inadequate restroom facility in the

elementary teaching area . The upgrade will add a stall to each room to reduce
waiting time and provide more time for teaching.

3. As soon as FOSC receives final specifications from the US Forest Service, we will fund
the construction of a ramada to provide shade for the Puppet Show in the
Kindergarten area.
